StarLab Visitor Information
Entering and Exiting the StarLab

· Visitors will enter/exit one at a time, sliding sideways to decrease air flow out of the dome

· Visitors will pass through two inflatable doors
· Be careful not to trip over the fabric in the entrance

· Follow the direction of the assistant inside the dome for seating and for exiting
· Special needs visitors may enter and exit the StarLab from the side of the dome

Inside the Dome

· Allow your eyes a moment to adjust to the dimness within the dome

· A daytime scene will be projected on the dome walls and all around you

· The projection system will be located in the center of the dome
· Visitors will sit around the edge of the dome on the floor

· Do not lean or sit on the edge and walls of the dome

· The blower fan will be moving air through the dome which you will feel and hear 

Emergency Procedures
· In the event of a power outage, please wait until the StarLab Host turns on the flashlight

·  Follow the directions of the StarLab Host for exiting in one of two ways

· Exit single file through the inflatable doors

· Move to the center of the dome, the instructor will lift the side of the dome opposite the power source to allow visitors to exit

· If you feel the need to exit quickly proceed through the exit doors or ask a StarLab Host to lift the side of the dome for you
